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Music: The Aboriginal people made musical instruments out of wood, paint  
and animal skin.Some instruments that they play are didgeridoo, rain stick, 
drum and clap sticks.Aboriginal men are the only ones that can play the 
instruments. It is traditionally played in events like the bringing of rain, 
healing, wounding enemies and the winning of battles. 
 

Food: The aboriginal  people need food to survive.They eat food like fruit, 
vegetables ,bugs, fish, wood, seeds , tree hearts ,nuts and egg. The 

Aboriginals ate different food depending on where they lived in Australia. 
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Transport: The Aboriginals use lots of types of transport.They run, swing on 
vines, ride animals, walk and ride rafts.They also made canoes out of hollow 
wood.The main form of transport is to walk. 
 

Shelter: The aboriginal build wooden and dirt huts to live in. They Also live in 
treehouses and dug hols to live in. 
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Clothes:The Aboriginals wore clothes and Jewellery from earths 
resources.They painted themselves, wore animal skin and feathers.They 
made  shirts and pants out of bark. 
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Art:Aboriginal people have amazing art.They use sticks, rock paint and 
dots.They tell stories from there art like this Picture. 
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
